FAITH PERSPECTIVES ON THE MIDDLE EAST CRISIS – 28 April 7pm 

You are invited to a meeting at St Mark’s Church, Broomfield Road, Broomhill, Sheffield from 7 pm 

to 8.45 pm on Sunday 28 April at which we will consider the current Middle East crisis from the 

point of view of the three religious faiths that are involved -Jewish, Muslim and Christian. How can 

a just and lasting peace be secured?   
 

The meeting will begin with four short talks by the following speakers:  

• Revd Dr Casey Strine, Senior Lecturer in Ancient Near Eastern History and Literature and 

the Bishop of Sheffield’s Adviser on Inter Faith Relations – on Palestine as a Holy Land for 

three religions.  

• Dima Shami – from Sheffield’s Palestinian community. 

• Professor Jane Ginsborg – Chair of Seven Hills Shul, formerly Sheffield and District Reform 

Jewish Congregation.  

• Mark James – Kairos Sheffield, a network of Christians in Sheffield concerned and active for 

justice and peace in the Holy Land.  

These talks will be followed by Q and A and discussion. The meeting will end with a period of 

private prayer.

This year, we will be supporting the Eco Tip calendar provided by Rocha, who gave us our 

Gold Eco Church Award last year, follow along for a new tip every month: 

 

Fit more active travel into your day and daily routine. Reevaluate your journeys: 

explore walking or cycling options, or modify your route to include some form of active 

travel, i.e. disembark a stop early and complete the remaining part of your journey on foot, 

indulge in a leisurely stroll, or opt for a bike ride along a cyclist-friendly route. Consider 

connecting with your local Ramblers or cycling group for shared experiences. Use the extra 

steps or the changed travel arrangements as a prompt to pray for God’s creation, nature’s

Insulate Ukraine windows are triple-glazed polyethylene windows designed provide cheap 

replacements for war damaged ones. They insulate like double glazing, let light through, cost only 

£12 per square metre, and can be built at home in 15 minutes from basic materials.
